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BARCELONA SHINES WITH AUSA: 

CESPA BARCELONA chooses AUSA equipment for street cleaning
With a range offering excellent city street cleaning features, AUSA stands out from other companies in the sector. This is why CESPA has chosen AUSA for the streets of Barcelona, resulting in the purchase of 13 MODECs, 15 Multiservice vehicles M 300 H 4X4, and 9 suction sweepers (6 model B 300 H and 3 EGHOLM 2200). 
CESPA is a wholly owned subsidiary of Ferrovial Servicios, which is part of the Grupo Ferrovial. It has a track record of over forty years operating as a service company in the environmental and waste management and treatment sectors. The headquarters is located in Barcelona and CESPA has offices in the largest cities of Spain, Portugal and Andorra. The company has extensive experience in municipal services and a consolidated position in the sector. 
When seeking the best machinery for Barcelona, Mr Antonio Jiménez, Head of Workshop and Machinery at CESPA Barcelona, said that CESPA staff were particularly impressed by “the benefits of the localised after-sales service, the quality of that service, and the renowned robustness of AUSA machinery”. 
The excellent coordination between CESPA and AUSA in selecting the most appropriate machinery and adapting it to CESPA’s needs was another key reason for choosing AUSA. Mr Jiménez explained that, “this cooperation has enabled us to design specific cleaning solutions for the city of Barcelona, thus optimising the efficiency, quality and performance of the machines acquired”. 

Barcelona is a further example of the close relationship between the two companies. CESPA has also chosen AUSA machinery for cleaning and collection services in cities such as Madrid, Ibiza and Badia del Vallès.
Excellent versatility and environmental advantages
For street cleaning operations in Barcelona, CESPA needs versatile, reliable, environmentally friendly machines with a high load capacity and autonomy. 
With the AUSA Multiservice range, each machine can be fitted with a variety of different attachments for diverse functions. Although CESPA has assigned a specific task to each model, it welcomes that fact that every machine can be adapted to different functions depending on particular needs at a given time.  
According to Mr. Jiménez, key factors in the choice of AUSA included, “environmental benefits, enhanced CO2 and particle emissions (in compliance with Euro V standards), as well a notable reduction in noise pollution”. CESPA Barcelona follows the example set by CESPA Madrid in opting for AUSA machines.
High-capacity multi-function machines
The electric MODEC has assumed responsibility for litter bin and furniture collection in the city. Specially designed to reduce environmental impact, it includes cleaning equipment and a hydro-cleaning unit that can be interchanged with snow equipment (snow plough blade and salt spreader). The MODEC has enhanced water capacity (1800 l) and can perform both hosing down and pressurised jet cleaning with hot and cold water as well as water vapour. It has a range of between 100 and 160 km and the battery recharges in just 8 hours. With a load capacity of up to 2,000 kg, it has a maximum speed of 80 km/h. The vehicle has zero CO2 emissions and has been warmly received by local authorities thanks to its environmental advantages. It offers different utilities that confirm its versatility: it can serve as a pickup tipper, a mobile green dot selective collection unit or a delivery van. Further advantages include silence and low maintenance costs.  
The multiservice vehicle M 300 H 4X4 concentrates mainly on the cleaning of grease-stains with respect to both litter bins and containers. This versatile vehicle is suitable for a number of different municipal tasks and can serve as a sweeper, lateral bush cutter, high-pressure cleaner and snow plough. The “LINK” system facilitates swift changing of the different attachments. It has a load capacity of 2,500 kg and is fitted with a 4-cylinder 100 CV Volkswagon Euro V engine. The M 300 H 4X4 has hydrostatic transmission and continuous 4X4 traction. 

Easy-to-handle, environmentally friendly suction sweepers
The B 300 H and Egholm 2200 suction sweepers are used for the vacuum sweeping of roads and pedestrian areas respectively. 
The B 300 H has a capacity of 3 m3, elevated unloading and a turbine of 13.000 m3/h. It comes with 2 or 3 brushes. The front brushes guide the waste towards the 13,000 m3/h suction turbine (the highest capacity for models in its class), which sends it to a 3 m3 compartment. The B 300 H is an environmentally friendly vehicle. Its latest-generation Volkswagen Euro V TDI engine (which complies with Euro V emissions standards) has minimal CO2 emissions and low fuel consumption. The B 300 H has hydrostatic transmission, permanent 4X4 traction and a top speed of 62 km/h. This enables it to adapt to the most arduous working conditions and move rapidly from place to place.     

The compact size of the Egholm 2200 makes it ideal for operating in the difficult spaces of the old historical areas of the city without any loss of performance. Its width of just 1.2 m (2.1 m with brushes open) is a great asset for movement in narrow spaces or places of difficult access. The sweeping unit includes 2, 3 or 4 brushes of adjustable height and the vehicle is equipped with a water spray, a suction hose, a 100-litre water tank, a 500-litre hopper for waste collection, and an exclusive water-spray dust collection system. Maintenance is simple as parts do not need to be detached for cleaning and attachments can be changed without tools in under a minute.

Founded in 1956, AUSA is dedicated to designing, manufacturing and selling compact industrial vehicles, chiefly for use in municipal services, industry, green spaces, construction, civil works, agriculture and mining.
