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Mass excavation boom offers increased digging force to Boost CX700B ME performance

Revised kinematic design, a shorter dipper arm and 19 per cent higher digging force, make the latest Case CX700B ME the ideal machine for heavy quarry digging and mass excavation applications. Robust construction and superior digging ability increase versatility and productivity for the customer.

Boom Geometry

Case Construction Equipment has redesigned the mass excavation boom and arm for its CX700B crawler excavator to offer increased penetration, greater longevity and higher performance. The machine keeps the 6,580mm main boom of the current model, but with a revised cylinder mounting bracket, increased steel thickness and reinforced construction at the boom boss and foot.
The mass excavation arm is now 2,900mm, down from 3,017mm, providing an overall reach of 11,600mm and a maximum digging depth of 7,080mm. However the arm cylinder has a 100mm longer stroke, now 2,125mm, for greater movement through the digging and loading cycle.
The arm digging force has been increased by 19 per cent, to 281kN in normal operating mode and a powerful 307kN with Power Boost. This results in higher breakout force, making the CX700B ME an ideal quarry machine, capable of tackling the toughest applications. The excavator also provides the ideal loading match for a number of today’s most popular quarry haulage trucks.

Proven Performance

Having listened to and worked with existing customers, Case has retained the popular CX700B’s core strengths. The machine is powered by a highly efficient electronically-controlled common rail diesel engine. This Tier 3A compliant powerhouse provides net power of 345kW (463hp). 
The Case Intelligent Computer Command Control System optimises engine output to meet the load on the hydraulic system, resulting in a highly responsive machine with maximum controllability, making the CX700B a popular choice with operators. 

This high performance, multiple-mode control system allows the operator to set the machine for the perfect match of power and speed, to suit the individual application, with a Power Boost mode for ultimate breakout and digging output. This leads to increased production, with reduced fuel consumption and emissions output.

Build Quality

Track components are sourced from the 80 tonne class and the heavy duty undercarriage main frame is constructed of thick steel plate for longevity and reliability. Extended Maintenance System chrome plated pins and brass bushes offer maximum durability and 1,000 hour greasing intervals on all but the bucket pins.
Easy access to the engine and hydraulic system, with wide catwalks for maintenance personnel, ensure minimum downtime due to regular service work. All filters and fill points can be easily reached and the machine has green anti-drop drain plugs for rapid fluid replacement. A synthetic hydraulic oil filter extends hydraulic oil change intervals up to 5,000 hours.

With one of the largest cabs on the market, the B Series Case excavator provides the operator with plenty of space to move around and to get comfortable. Standard climate control air conditioning and large glazed areas for maximum visibility all around the machine create a reduced fatigue working environment, to ensure maximum productivity throughout the working shift.
