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CSX Develops Materials Handling Solutions

Case Special Excavators (CSX) is to introduce the CX210B SL scrap loader and the CX210B MH materials handler at the Bauma exhibition in Munich in April. The two machines offer compact solutions for smaller waste and scrap handling applications, building on the success of the CX240B MH launched last year.

Added Versatility

Though using much of the proven componentry from the CX210B, the two handling machines are dedicated engineering solutions, designed to meet customer requirements. They benefit from the high power, low fuel consumption and proven technology incorporated in the B Series excavator range, but feature dedicated booms, strengthened main frames, a hydraulic elevating cab and additional counterweight.
Both machines utilise the same 6.8m main boom. However while the CX210B MH is equipped with a 4.8m straight arm, for use with sorting grapples in waste, timber and garbage handling operations, the CX210B SL has a 5.2m goose neck arm for mass movement of industrial waste. This provides the two machines with forward reaches of 11,290mm and 11,570mm respectively at the top pin position. The arms can be interchanged between the two variants including changing lever controls, greatly increasing versatility for the customer in a range of applications.
The CX210B SL weighs in at 25,300kg including a 1.3 tonne grab. The CX210B MH tips the scales at 25,700kg including a similar weight grapple.

Rapid Performance

The Case CX-B Series of machines has proven best-in-class fuel efficiency. Electronically controlled high pressure common rail Tier III-compliant diesel engines deliver a rated output of 117.3kW (157hp), while the twin variable displacement pump hydraulic system offers up to 2x211 litres/min of flow with a working pressure of 34.3MPa (36.8MPa with auto power up feature).
The machines feature the Case Intelligent Computer Command Control System, providing the operator with complete control of engine output and hydraulic power. With a choice of operating modes, the operator has a Superpower function, with automatic Power Boost, for maximum output and reduced cycle times.
Rapid boom raise and twin arm cylinders, combined with fast upper structure slew functions, contribute to short cycle times, an essential requirement in a materials handling operation. The CX210B machines provide the ideal partner for use with truck loading and yard work, while the CX240B MH is the perfect machine for scrap handling and vessel loading, and for use with a guillotine press. With the addition of the CX210B machines, Case now offers a complete line-up of machines capable of the full range of material handling, from waste to scrap.
The twin dipper arm rams are mounted outside the boom to allow an increase in operating angle, providing the operator with the ability to work close to the machine or at full reach. This configuration also provides a very low folded boom height for ease of transportation between sites.

Both arms are equipped with auxiliary piping for grapples and rotating attachments as part of the standard specification.

Rigid Cab Structure

The proven elevating cab structure on the Case CX-B machine offers up to 2.3m of lift, allowing the operator a clear line of sight into bins, trucks and presses. The rigid elevating structure inspires total operator confidence, allowing increased productivity at full reach.
The CX-B cab is a spacious, well laid out work environment, that uses structurally rigid slim pillars to allow maximum glazed area for improved all round visibility. Low internal noise levels and increased operator comfort ensure high productivity with reduced fatigue.
There are emergency descent switches in the cab and at ground level, and the operator has a sturdy set of steps and handrails to gain safe access to the cab. Mechanical locking pins are supplied to retain the cab in the elevated position for service and maintenance.

Ease Of Maintenance

As with all Case CX-B Series machines, all filters, fill points and regular service areas can be easily reached from ground level. Green engine oil drain taps ensure that there is no risk of ground contamination during regular maintenance work.
The CX210B MH/SL machines are equipped with Case EMS (Extended Maintenance System) bushings on the majority of pins. Bushings allow for 1,000 hour greasing intervals, reducing daily downtime and increasing productivity for the customer.

Both of these material handling machines have been developed following close consultation with customers across Europe. Case works with its customers at every stage to meet the requirements of their businesses.
