The Demolition display will feature the model at the top of the range, the WE190, which stands out for its versatility and high performance. Exceptional dynamic stability on all terrains enables the operator to make the most of the machine’s outstanding lifting capacity in complete safety. Both models share the new joysticks, which significantly enhances controllability and smooth operation. A feature unique to New Holland offers operators the possibility for simultaneous and independent blade and stabiliser operation while working with the attachment, controlling it all on the right joystick, maximising comfort, productivity and safety.

The new E10SR mini excavator will also make its first public appearance in the Residential display. The smallest model in the range, it offers powerful digging performance coupled with the ability to work in the tightest spaces with exceptional precision. It will be displayed on an IVECO Daily truck to highlight its compact size and ease of transportation. 
The Infrastructure display will feature the F156.7 grader built in New Holland’s Berlin manufacturing plant. Visitors will be able to experience the exceptional comfort of its new cab.  Designed to offer operators more space and legroom, it features a new right-hand console developed to enhance the control of gearshift and engine throttle, providing the best ergonomic set-up. Tighter cab sealing minimises dust entry into the cab, further increasing the operator’s comfort. Visitors to the stand will also be able to enjoy the Ultimate Road Building Experience, an interactive game featuring the New Holland grader. Players will use two controls to operate the grader in order to build as much road as they can in 60 seconds, competing to achieve the highest difficulty level. Every 15 minutes a player will receive a New Holland gift. 

The latest addition to New Holland’s Waste Handling offer will be introduced at the Bauma show. The new W170B wheel loader in waste handling configuration, made in the Lecce (Italy) factory, features extra protection to ensure maximum safety and productivity in the hostile environments typical of waste management facilities. High capacity buckets up to 3m³ and wear resistant tyres are available to meet the specific requirements of waste handling operations. High tipping buckets and a long boom attachment enable customers to deal with the exceptional dump heights required in this industry.

The heart of the stand
At the centre of the stand will be a display featuring the “heart” of New Holland machines: the engine. Developed by sister company Fiat Powertrain Technologies, the engine on display is a model that will be used with a Selective Catalytic Reduction (SCR) system to achieve Tier 4 standards. In equipment using this technology, the engine will be tuned for maximum efficiency and performance and the SCR after-treatment system will reduce nitrogen oxides produced by the high combustion temperatures.  

This is one of two technologies that New Holland will rely on to meet the emissions regulations that will begin to come into force in 2011, the being Cooled Exhaust Gas Recirculation (CEGR), where combustion temperature is lower and the resulting high particulate matters emissions are lowered with an exhaust filter system. 

New Holland will apply this technology to each model to ensure the best performance and lowest operating costs, depending on the machine’s engineering characteristics and application requirements. This two-fold solution highlights the benefits of having access to the extensive experience and R&D resources of this in-house specialist in engine technologies, resulting in equipment powered with industry-leading high performance, low emission and cost-efficient engines.
