New Holland launches today the new E10SR mini excavator at the Bauma Exhibition. The smallest in the range, the new model offers the powerful digging performance of its predecessor coupled with the ability to work in even tighter spaces with exceptional precision. Improvements introduced in the E10SR also include further enhancements to the machine’s serviceability.  An extremely compact workhorse, the E10SR is particularly well suited to the infrastructural and residential industries. 

Productivity in small spaces
The E10SR is designed to work effectively in the tightest spaces and ideal for digging along walls, with the hydraulic swing offset boom, minimal swing radius. This capability has been further enhanced by further reduction of the overhang to zero on the right swing and just 38mm on the left swing, down from 39mm and 82mm respectively in the previous model.  

The adjustable crawler width enables the E10SR to pass through openings as narrow as 900m when set at the minimum width setting of 750mm—the smallest in this class—and ensures stability at work when set at the 980mm maximum width. The crawler’s width is easy to adjust with a control located at the bottom of the seat.

Productivity is further enhanced by the powerful digging performance and wide operating range, with 1,750mm digging depth, 3,300mm digging reach and 3,160mm digging height.

Easy to transport
The extremely compact size of the E10SR makes it easy to transport. The improved dozer approach angle of 30 degrees allows the machine to crawl on and off the truck platform without hitting the loading ramps. Alternatively, standard lifting eyes make it easy to lift the machine onto the truck.

High precision and smooth operation 

The low-effort side levers have a similar feel to those of heavy equipment, providing operators with a comfortable and easy operation. The increased angle of the control lever provides a smoother start-up and exceptional precision. Inching work with the dozer is easier with the greater responsiveness of the blade to the controls, enhancing precision and controllability for outstanding ground levelling performance.

Fast and easy maintenance with greater accessibility  
The new full-open bonnet provides ample access for daily servicing, maximising uptime and reliability. Refill points for radiator water and hydraulic oil supply are easily accessible and no tool is required to complete the operation. The side guards are easy to remove, speeding up regular maintenance tasks. 

Extreme strength for exceptional durability
The cast steel upper frame and reinforced attachment make the E10SR an exceptionally robust machine that can deal with the most difficult conditions on any site. Hydraulic piping and hoses on the boom are protected to prevent damage. These features add up to greater durability and long-term value of E10SR.
