Visitors to SMOPYC will witness first-hand the new Spada saw and the original, exclusive “MEKANO” concept, which enables the setting up of a customised machine based on five cutting models. SMOPYC will also see the Spanish launch of the SIMA Trencher 60/70.

The Spada saw, innovation in cutting
The Spada bench saw provides great cutting capacity whilst occupying minimal space. It represents a qualitative advance for two main reasons. The first is the height at which it can cut. Despite its small dimensions, it can carry out cuts previously only within the scope of a machine with a blade of 900 mm. Furthermore, the Spada features a diamond-coated chain, to substitute the traditional blade. 
The Spada features a teeth-belt / wheel transmission system and a diamond chain saw cutting system. It guarantees savings on consumables, thereby reducing maintenance costs. It is fitted with Poly V transmission, which offers enhanced grip and reduces slippage risk. 60% of the Spada is manufactured in rust-proof materials, while the remainder is coated in high-durability epoxy-polyester paint. 
The Spada is amongst the range of saws from which clients can choose when configuring their customised machine within the “MEKANO” concept.

The “MEKANO” concept will be unveiled at SMOPYC. 
This enables clients to configure a customised machine by selecting the elements best suited to their needs from 5 cutting models, the features of which have all been enhanced: Perla, Dakar, Bali, Venus and Spada. This opens a world of possibilities and the option of creating 50 different machines to satisfy different needs. 
This new manufacturing concept means that the clients can adapt their machines to the job at hand at any given time, thereby increasing productivity.  
The “MEKANO” concept has significant benefits:
· Cutting length and heights can be modified.

· Machines are more efficient and eco-friendly. 
· The body is made of aluminium (as opposed to tube and sheet metal) and does not have welded joints, resulting in a more robust machine. 
· Machines feature replaceable galvanised steel water trays (available in all models). 
Five models for the creation of a customised machine
Perla, Dakar, Bali, Spada and Venus, from smallest to largest, are the five main models on which SIMA clients can base their customised machines. 
The Perla model is available in two versions: Perla 200 and Perla 250, with power ratings of 0.55 and 1.1 KW respectively. The former has a cutting length of 640 mm and a cutting depth of 40 mm, while the latter has a cutting length of 620 mm and a cutting depth of 63 mm. 
These machines carry out four basic functions crucial to the onsite work of the stonemason: straight cuts, mitre cuts (45º), round drill holes, and polygonal inner boxes. They can cut any type of material. The Perla 250 features dismountable legs for easy transport.

The Dakar offers the possibility of variable cutting lengths because it can be fitted with two blade types (300 or 350 mm). This enables it to adapt to the specific needs of the job at hand and makes smaller cuts easier. 90% of the machine is manufactured with rust-proof materials, making it very durable. The dismountable frame minimises storage space requirements, which is particularly useful when the machine is inactive for a period.

The Bali model also permits the mounting of different blade types on the same machine (400, 450 and 500 mm), thereby allowing the user to modify cutting lengths. This model also has a dismountable structure and can achieve a 225-mm depth of cut by making two runs. It is fitted with a foldaway guard, which always guarantees the maximum cutting height. It is also equipped with Poly V transmission, giving it greater grip, lower risk of slippage, greater power transmission and easier maintenance.

The final model that can be used within the new “MEKANO” concept is the Venus. This model features a teeth-belt / wheel transmission system, a foldaway guard to ensure maximum cutting height and felt cleaners for the roller guide of the head bearings. Like the Dakar model, the Venus can be fitted with two blade types (300 and 350 mm). There are four versions: Venus 60, Venus 85, Venus 125 and Venus 150, which offer different cutting lengths and depths.

The Trencher 60/70, top-class features and minimal maintenance 
The Trencher 60/70 floor saw was presented on the international stage at the Bauma fair in Germany and the Spanish launch will take place at SMOPYC. It is the only asphalt saw on the market that can be fitted with two blades to enable parallel cuts to be carried out simultaneously to facilitate trench digging. When fitted with a single blade, it becomes a conventional floor saw. It is equipped with a safety guard and can be mounted with blades of up to 500 mm. 

The Trencher 60/70 requires minimal maintenance and is fitted with a Honda 13 HP engine with cyclone air filter for greater durability. Poly V drive-belt transmission offers enhanced grip, less risk of slippage, lower noise levels and ultimately less maintenance. The Trencher is also equipped with an oil drain sleeve, while another sleeve is used for filling and level checks. This means that the machine does not have to be sent to the workshop for these minor maintenance jobs.   
The screws acting as tensioners on the engine base incorporate nuts that can be articulated to avoid damage and all lower bearings are protected by means of two crankcases which insulate them from outside, thereby extending their useful life and optimising maintenance. 
Other important benefits of the Trencher 60/70 include:

· Enables cutting width to be regulated (60, 65 and 70 cm). 
·  It has the longest autonomy on the market (a maximum of 30 minutes), which increases productivity significantly by reducing stops for refilling the water tank.
· Features an anti-vibration handle, the height of which can be regulated to minimise operator fatigue. 
Wider ranges of saws, rebar and surface treatment tools 
During the show, SIMA will also exhibit other models. The masonry saw range will be augmented by the Magnum 900, ideal for the cutting of thermal clay blocks, prefabricated concrete and other materials (with the appropriate choice of blade). This model stands out because of its high productivity and excellent features.  
Two new models will be presented in the rebar processing range: the ATA 400 and the DEL 50 Tronic. The former can be operated with a single hand and it offers excellent ease of handling due to its light weight. It is fitted with a rechargeable battery and it is suitable for any kind of spool wire, irrespective of its hardness. The electric rebar bending machine DEL 50 Tronic is the most complete piece of equipment in its class. Totally automatic, it offers high performance and efficiency both onsite and in the workshop. Different bending angles can be programmed as well as the frequency of them. 
Finally, the surface treatment range is extended with the introduction of the Tifón 35, Cobra 50 and Cobra 60. The Tifón 35 cut-off saw is the perfect rental option and is ideal for sites without an electricity supply. It combines a robust design with lightweight handling and offers high power and remarkable versatility. The state-of-the-art dilation joint cutters Cobra 50 and Cobra 60 stand out for their size and cutting depth (155 and 200 mm respectively), amongst other features. The former is the most professional machine in the light range and is an ideal rental option for intense, continuous work. The latter is recommended for the industrial paving sector, road repair specialists and long term rentals.
Other new products on display at SMOPYC will include the MIXPRO mixer and the electro-hydraulic rebar cutters CX 16, 20 and 25.
