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SMAGUA 2010 CONFIRMS ITS POSITION

AS THE LEADING WATER TRADE FAIR IN EUROPE
SMAGUA 2010, the International Water and Irrigation Exhibition, a major event for the sector, openeds its doors from 2 to 5 of March at the Zaragoza Trade Fair Centre. The leading companies from the water and irrigation industry attended the event and launched their latest products and technical innovations across all the sectors catered for by the exhibition.
