With respect to recent facilities, another of the most noteworthy projects is the enlargement of the coal handling facility at the Staudinger (Germany) electric power plant, where TAIM WESER’s contribution has included, in addition to other items, a railway unloading station with a defrosting system for freight wagons and a complete belt transport system for coal and ash.
In the lifting sector, also in France, of particular importance is the recent delivery of two extremely sophisticated high tonnage steel mill cranes, which provide superior accuracy in difficult environments. Of the two cranes, one has a capacity of 175 t, while the other has a capacity of 600 t, the highest tonnage capacity manufactured by TAIM WESER up to now.
