According to Dietmar Polster, Manager of the Waste Treatment Business Unit of TAIM WESER, the company is currently involved in major waste treatment plant projects, with capacities ranging from 200,000 t/year to 1,100,000 t/year.

More recently, from June 3 to 5, TAIM WESER attended the 1st International Eco-Forum Save Energy, Save Water, Save the Planet Conference and Exhibition, held in Sofia, Bulgaria, at the National Palace of Culture, where the company displayed its latest innovations in clean biomass cogeneration and waste treatment technologies.

The demand for technology and qualified professionals in sustainable waste management is constantly on the rise and the number of international projects continues to grow. According to Dietmar Polster “The largest investments in waste treatment in Europe are concentrated in the United Kingdom.  However, new EU members must also make investments over the next few years in order to achieve compliance with European environmental protection standards and we must not forget the large developing markets in North and South America and in the former Soviet Union countries”.
With respect to the most highly demanded technologies, Dietmar states: “the most highly demanded are waste sorting and treatment plants: composting, anaerobic digestion and the production of refuse derived fuel (RDF).  In the next few years, the existing waste landfill sites will be banned worldwide, given the significant negative impact they have on the environment, such as uncontrolled methane gas emissions and groundwater contamination. Therefore, sorting, classifying, recycling and the biological degradation and stabilization of matter found in municipal and industrial waste is a must to prevent future environmental damages and to recover the value of recyclable materials in a world in which natural resources are limited”.
As far as TAIM WESER's activities in this sector are concerned, Dietmar Polster points out: “Currently we are working on large projects involving waste treatment plants, with capacities ranging from 200,000 t/year to 1,100,000 t/year. With a view to new projects, our intense collaboration with clients that already have waste treatment plants in operation supplied by TAIM WESER is our best endorsement and serves as a platform for the future international success of the company as a competent partner in these projects”.
In the opinion of Dietmar, who has close to 20 years of experience in the field of environmental protection, waste treatment is more than just a thriving market:  “supplying environmentally friendly technologies so that waste can be used in a financially viable and ecologically sound manner is a task that must be carried out over the next decades, if serious environmental damage to our planet is to be averted.
