AUSA will take part in Intermat 2012, which will be held between next 16th and 21st April at Paris-Nord Villepinte (France) The company will exhibit a selection of its best machines at the European exhibition: various models of dumpers, rough terrain forklifts equipped with FullGrip ® technology, its Taurulift (Telehandler) range with 2 new models, self-loading concrete mixers and its versatile multiservice vehicles.
AUSA will be present at the new edition of Intermat ( the International Materials, Techniques and Equipment Fair for the Construction and Materials Industries) This will be held from next 16th to 21st April at the Parc des Expositions at Paris-Nord Villepinte (France), which will be the biggest trade event of the year. As on previous occasions, AUSA will exhibit a wide selection of products from its two ranges: Industrial and Urban. From the Industrial Range Ausa will present its comprehensive line of dumpers, both rigid-chassis and articulated; its Taurulift line, enlarged with two new models, and rough terrain forklifts, self-loading concrete mixers and a mini-digger. The company will also be exhibiting two of its vehicles from the Urban range. AUSA will be at booth number E6 A 048.
Dumpers for all needs

Always in continuous development, AUSA’s wide range of dumpers meets the highest requirements and there is an AUSA dumper for every application. At Intermat 2012 this product line will be well represented, with machines ranging from 850kg up to 10,000 kg capacity. Among those of smallest size will be the D 85 AHA articulated dumper of 850 kg payload and hi-tip; and the D 150 AHG, with swivel skip and 1,500 kg capacity. Both models are very powerful and stable as they have an exclusive transmission system, which uses axles instead of hydrostatic motors, providing higher operating productivity. They also stand out for their brakes, unique in their category, and for the Total Control system for handling all the machine’s functions with a single joystick.
In mid-weight, the articulated dumper D 250 AHGA will be exhibited, with its 2,500 kg capacity, swivel and high-tip skip. This dumper provides the highest stability in the market and is the ideal tool for construction and remediation tasks. The D 350 AHG, will also be exhibited
Within the higher capacity range, the 6-t capacity, swivel skip, D 600 APG, is exhibited. On this occasion it is equipped with a wide range of optional feature including: road lights, the best full cab on the market, with acoustic insulation, arm rests, tinted glass, front and rear wipers and hi-fi system, USB connection, Bluetooth connection and even a fridge. Another high capacity machine on display will be the unique D 1000 APG, equipped with the biggest swivel skip on the market and capable of carrying 10 t. again it has the optional high-performance cab, 
Finally, the 2 rigid chassis models that will travel to Intermat will be the well known D 150 RM, with a payload of 1,500 kg, and the D 300 RMA, with 3,000 kg capacity and permanent 4-wheel drive. 
The Taurulift (Telehandler) range keeps growing

AUSA’s highly successful Taurulift compact telescopic range keeps extending. Intermat will be the place where Ausa will launch the new T 235 H and the company will also present the recently launched T 144 H for the first time.  This model completes the Ausa telescopic range, which stands out for its unique compactness and power. The T 235 H comes fitted with a tiltable retractable cab, Ausa being the only manufacturer Worldwide to offer this feature, highly appreciated among drivers and owners, as it makes maintenance jobs much easier at a reduced cost. 
The T 144 H, this has a lifting capacity of 1,350 kg at a height of 4m. Its design, weight and configuration, with a 1.90 m height and a width of just 1.40 m make it the world’s most compact telescopic. Some say it has even created a new segment of ultra-compact telescopics.
There will be another two compact telehandlers from the range on display.  The T 204 H, with permanent 4-wheel drive, lifting 2,000 kg up to 4.2 metres, with a very small turning circle of less than 3 metres. This versatile machine can deploy the same implements/attachments as mini-loaders thanks to its Multi-Tach system. Like the rest of the range, its design prioritises ergonomics, safety and easy handling. Its advanced, tiltable cabin offers all of the benefits described for the T 235 H. 
The other Taurulift to go to Intermat 2012 is the T 307 H. This telescopic handler can lift 3,000 kg to 7m height and is the most compact and lightest machine with the greatest lifting capacity in its class. This machine has many applications; with its low cab, below 2m, it can work as effectively in underground construction as on rough terrain.
Rough Terrain forklifts with FullGrip ® technology

At the fair, 2 models from AUSA’s complete forklift range will be exhibited: the C 150 H and the C 250 H 4x4, with 1,500 and 2,500 kg loading capacity respectively and equipped with AUSA’s new and exclusive FullGrip ® drive technology, which enables alternate use of 4x4 and 4x2, by pressing a button on its single-control joystick. This feature increases the machine’s productivity as well as reducing emissions and fuel consumption when the situation does not require the 4x4 capability. 
Ausa will present the World’s first quick coupling forks for rough terrain forklifts, showing it on the C 250 H at Intermat. This new quick coupling will increase the versatility of all AUSA forklifts as it enables implements to be exchanged in a similar way to telehandlers, again offering a wide range of attachments. 
Small, manoeuvrable self-loading concrete mixers 

AUSA will also take the opportunity to show its selfloading concrete mixers, the X 1100 RH 4x4, with 1,100 l of mix capacity and self-loading arm. Its advanced cab provides total visibility, and therefore greater control of the mix. The X 1100 RH is a very comfortable and safe machine, as it comes standard with semi-closed cab, ergonomic seat, safety belt, rear-view mirrors, rotating light, anti-vandal security system and reverse alert. 

Mini Excavators

Ausa will also present a light-range mini-digger at the fair, a Sunward SWE 25, with an operating weight of 2.58 t and 0.066 m3 of bucket capacity. It has a YANMAR motor and its long reach of 4.317 mm, and a digging depth of 2,375 mm guarantees high performance. 

The Multi-task must-haves

From its Urban range, AUSA will take two vehicles from its Multi-task line to Intermat: the M 50 D, its UTV (Utility Terrain Vehicle) in its diesel version, and the M 250 M. The robust and agile M 50 D is adaptable and suitable for many requirements and sectors, effective even in the most extreme conditions. It has 500 kg of load capacity, the biggest in its class, and with its Lombardini motor it can travel at up to 60 km/h. With its 4x4 capability and a very high torque, it easily mounts steep slopes at maximum load, which makes it especially useful for transporting materials, equipment and personnel, either on rough terrain or on asphalt. Its functional design means it can be customised by incorporating many different options, which means it can be adapted to a wide range of tasks. Its easy handling and maintenance and its comfort and safety make it a vital support vehicle.
The M 250 M, which will also be at the European show, will be the 2,500-litre diesel tank version, designed for provisioning jobs in public works, mines and quarries. With a load capacity of 2,500 kg and permanent 4-wheel drive, its special design means it can work on very rough terrain and very steep slopes. It can take a wide range of bodies and attachments including; cranes, platforms with man baskets, the Multilift loading and unloading system etc., making it a versatile tool that can be tailored for many logistics and site support jobs.
