A frequent comment of the drivers of this type of vehicles is that Allison eliminates the weariness and the pain of the left leg frequent with manual clutch. These inconveniences normally take place while driving in areas with big slopes that request a constant use fo the clutch to maintain a suitable speed. With Allison’s patented torque converter technology this problem disappears.
